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Q: Is there a way | can determine the difference b  etween accidental bruising, or bruises that

result from physical abuse of an older adult?

A: Yes. A recent study conducted by a research team at the University of California, Irvine notes some
differences between accidental bruising and bruises that were intentionally inflicted.

Key findings on accidental bruising in older adults
The color of a bruise does not indicate its age. A bruise could have any color (red, purple yellow) the
first day it appears.
90% of accidental bruises were on the arms and legs rather than on the trunk, neck or head.
Less than a quarter of older adults remembered how they got an accidental bruise.
Older adults taking medications (such as Coumadin) that interfere with blood clotting were more likely
to have multiple bruises. These bruises did not last any longer than bruises on elders not taking
these medications.

Key findings on bruising in older adults resulting from physical abuse:
Bruises were large. More than half of older adults with bruises who had been physically abused had
at least one bruise that was approximately 2 inches in diameter or larger.
Bruises could be anywhere, but of special concern are those on the face, back or outer and inner
surface of the arm. Older adults with bruises as a result of abuse had more i

bruises in these areas than older adults whose bruises were accidental.

Ask the older adult about bruises, gently and in private. 90% of older adults with bruises who have
been physically abused can tell you how they got their bruises, and this includes many older adults
with memory problems and dementia.

If bruises are noticed on an older adult, ask her/him what happened. Ask if they’ve been seen by a
physician. If an older adult lives in an adult care home or is receiving care at home, ask the care staff
how the bruising happened, and whether they voluntarily reported the bruises to family or appropriate
agencies. If the elder lives in an adult care home and you are concerned the bruises are the result of
physical abuse or negligence, report your concerns to the Kansas Department on Aging toll-free, 800-
842-0078 and the Ombudsman 877-662-8362. If the elder lives in the community call the SRS hotline,
800-922-5330. If you feel the older adult is in danger of harm, always call local law enforcement. See
related article on Abuse & Neglect on page 4.

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The Center for Medicare and Medicaid Services estimate that 18,000 Medicare beneficiaries in
Kansas qualify for additional cost savings programs like “Extra Help,” but simply aren’t enrolled.

Income and resource
gualifications depend on a variety of factors, so if you or your loved one is on a fixed income and
would like help paying for Medicare and prescription drug costs, you are strongly encouraged to
apply. Veterans are encouraged to check with their benefit coordinator to determine how these
programs work with their Veteran Benefits.
